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TRAFFICKING IN ZIMBABWE
As reported over the past five years, human
traffickers exploit domestic and foreign victims in
Zimbabwe, and traffickers exploit victims from
Zimbabwe abroad. Traffickers take advantage of
women and girls from Zimbabwean towns
bordering South Africa, Mozambique, and
Zambia, enslaving them in forced labor, including
domestic servitude and sex trafficking in brothels
catering to long-distance truck drivers on both
sides of the border. 

Zimbabwe is also a transit country for trafficked
Somalis and Ethiopians en route to South Africa.
There have been reports of traffickers subjecting
children from Mozambique to forced labor in
street vending in Zimbabwe. Additionally, the
practice of ngozi, giving a family member to
another family to avenge the spirits of a murdered
relative, creates a vulnerability to trafficking.
